Pupil Premium o

Children who are entitled to Pupil Premium also receive discounts on school trips and free
school meals throughout their time at our primary school.

You will be entitled to Pupil Premium Funding if you are in receipt of the following benefits:
- Income Support
- Income based Job Seeker’s Allowance

- Child Tax Credit Only (with no element of Working Tax Credit and a household income
below £16190

- National Asylum Seeker’s Support
- Guarantee element of the State Pension Credit
- Employment and Support Allowance (Income Related)
